Exemptions for newly laid sod*

STAGE All non-essestial outdoor Potable water use is
prohibited, including but not limited to:
e Watering of lawns
2 ¢ Washing cars
. e Washing sidewalks or driveways
Critical * Washing fences or exteriors of buildings

e Recreational use of sprinklers and water toys
e Filling or refilling of swimming pools

Flowerbeds and gardens may be watered manually
at any time from a watering can or hose with
nozzle device.

Exemptions for newly laid sod*

These restrictions do not apply to the use
of water collected and drawn from a rain
barrel or other storage device that has
been filled solely with rain water.

*Exemptions for newly laid sod are outlined in Schedule C of the Water
Restrictions Bylaw. With all Stages, the City will work directly with Regional
Customers to impose water restrictions consistent with Response Targets
outlined in Schedule A of the Water Restrictions Bylaw.
